Family violence is a serious threat to our community. Victims of family violence arc entitled to the 
maximum prntection from injmy or threat of injury they can be provided by law (Article 5.01 of the 
Texas Code of Criminal Procedure). 

NOTICE TO AQIJLT VICTIMS OF FAMILY VIOLENCE 

IT JS A CRIME FOR AN Y PERSON, INCLUDNG PRESENT AND FORMER MEMBERS OF YOUR 
FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD, TO CAUSE YOU PHYSI CAL INJURY. 

TELL THE POLJCE OFFICER: 

I. If you. your child, or any other household resident has been injured; or 

2. IC you believe that you or any other household member is going to be in danger after the o11icer 
leaves. 

YQJJ HAVE THE RIGHJIQ: 

I. ASK the Police Depmirnent to file a criminal campaign against the violent person; and you may, 

2. APPLY to a court for an order to protect you and your family by contracting an attorney wit! !the
District Attorney's Office. If a family or household member assaults you and is arrested, you may
request that a magistrate's order for emergency protection be issued. Please inform the
investigating officer if you want an order for emergency protection. You need not be present when
the order is issued. You cannot be charged a fee by a court in connection with filing. serving, or
entering a protective order. The court can order that:

A. The abuser does not commit further acts of violence against the protected pcrson(s): 

B. The abuser docs not contact you in a threatening or harassing manner. 

C. The abuser leaves your household; and 

D. You be awarded temporary custody of the children. 
A violation of certain provisions of court-ordered protection may be a felony.

A protective order is a legal remedy for the use ol' protection of victims of family violence or dating 
violence. "Family Violence" means the intentional use or threat of use of physical force on a member of 
a "family" or "household" by another member of the family or household. "Family" means individual 
related by blood or marriage. i.e .. spouses, ex-spouses, aunts, wlcles, cousins, brothers, sisters, parents, 
children, etc. "Household" means a unit composed of persons living together in the same dwelling. whether 
they arc related to each other or not.
